Reading: 
· preparing poems and play scripts to read aloud and to perform, showing understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action
· reading texts that are structured in different ways and reading for a range of purposes
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Success Criteria:

I can notice the punctuation that is used in the text.

I can explain why Shakespeare chose to use those punctuation marks.

I can work cooperatively in a small group.

I can experiment with at least two different ways on how to make Polixenes’ speech easier to follow.



	Prior Knowledge: Awareness of key characters within the play and events up to Act 4, Scene 4. By this point in the story, Polixenes has revealed his identity. He has also threatened Perdita with death if she meets Florizel again.   
	Key Vocabulary: syntax, thou, thee, Farre = far, Deucalian = Greek ruler who followed his father’s advice to survive Zeus’ flooding of the Earth.

Talk partner activity Key Questions: Why do we have a variety of punctuation marks?

	Main Activities: 

Whole class Guided reading

Look at Polixenes’ words IV.IV. 404 – 420 and elicit a description of the arrangement of the words (syntax) from the class. What do they notice about Polixenes’ speech? Are there any stand out features? Why are there such short phrases? Clarify the meaning of the speech before continuing: it is a threat and he is speaking to different persons (the Shepard, Floizel, Perdita).
Talk about how Shakespeare tries to convey Polixenes’ mood through the arrangement of words in this manner and through punctuation. How would an actor/actress make meaning clear during this speech? Encourage the class to experiment with presenting this speech with all persons addressed within clearly demarcated. (by pointing (deixis), by changing speaker, by acting the other roles mentioned)
Divide the class into small groups (3-4) for the activity.
Plenary: Discuss actions that worked to both convey the anger but also promote clarity. The Big Question: What would you say, if you were an angry parent, to a child who has done something wrong? How would you sound?

	Differentiation: 

Mixed pairs/groups for drama activity
LA/EAL: Pre-read the text with support staff to gain familiarity. Make sure the meaning of thou/thee is understood and to be provided with the modern summary of text as additional aid.
MA/HA/Challenge- Write a modern speech, trying to copy the way Shakespeare uses punctuation and word order from an angry parent to a child.

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	Summary of text:

The king declares that the marriage shall not go forward: the Shepherd will be executed for allowing a prince to court his daughter; Perdita's beauty shall be "scratched with briers" and Florizel will be disinherited if he ever speaks of her again. Polixenes relents slightly, after a moment, and decides to spare the life of the Shepherd and the face of his daughter, but tells them that if they ever see the prince again, their lives would be over. Polixenes then departs, ordering his son to follow him to court, and leaving everyone horrified.
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
