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Success Criteria:

I can check that my ballad has a refrain and rhyme.
I have used 4 lines in each stanza.

I have told the story of Perdita reuniting with her father, King Leontes.

	Background/Prior Knowledge: Awareness of key characters within the play and events of Act 5: The oracle is fulfilled. The king’s daughter has been found after 16 years and Leontes has an heir to his throne. However, we do not see this as it ‘appears off stage’ and is reported to us by gentleman.
Ballads were the popular songs of their day and told of incredible events.

	Main Activities:
Part 1: Artistic engagement

Imagine King Leontes commissions a work of art to celebrate the event. Children are to ‘submit’ their designs. Survey and discuss key historical figures and how their image is made available today. What is enduring about them? What will be enduring about their designs. Children to exhibit, describe and explain their designs.
Part 2: Writing  

Draw inspiration from the submitted designs to compose a ballad in celebration of the discovery. Tell the children that ballads are a form of narrative verse and mostly rely on simple and easy-to-understand language.  They are structured, rhyming stories about hardships, tragedies, love, and romance. Another element of a ballad is the recurrence of certain lines at regular intervals called a refrain.

As a class, recall at least 3 events from Perdita’s life.

Gather musical instruments to enliven the ballad and allow the children to practice before performance at the end of the session.
Plenary: 
What have you learned? What have you achieved?

Share the ballads and comment on achievement based on Success Criteria. Children to share both tips and difficulties regarding ballad construction. 

	Differentiation: 

Individual art activity
Mixed pairs/groups for ballad activity
LA/EAL: Adult support guide write the recurring line(s) to provide structure for a ballad. Help children recall at least 2 of Perdita’s experiences and organize into sensical order. 
MA/HA/Challenge: Include musical phrases to enliven the ballad
